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What is Al Shindagha Museum Summer Camp?

Al Shindagha Museum Summer Camp is an innovative initiative organised by
Dubai Culture, running over two weeks, the first from 15 to 19 July, and the second
from 22 to 26 July. It aims to provide children aged 6 to 13 with a range of exciting
cultural and recreational activities designed to develop their skills and enrich their
knowledge. This initiative aligns with the Authority's objectives of creating a
sustainable creative environment capable of inspiring future generations and

enhancing their connection to local heritage.

When is the summer camp held?

The summer camp activities are held over five days, from Monday to Friday.

:::] The second week is scheduled from 22 to 26 July 2024.

What are the timings for the summer camp?

The camp welcomes children at 8:30 AM, ending at 2:30 PM. Except on Fridays it
closes at 12:30 PM.

What activities does the camp offer?

At the camp, participants will enjoy stories about their ancestors and how they
overcame the challenges of the desert climate by innovating the ‘Barjeel’. They will
embark on a journey following the footsteps of the Al Shindagha Historic
Neighbourhood's inhabitants, discovering the design of its alleyways and houses.
They will also learn about ‘Al Hawi', which transported water to homes using metal
containers, and participate in a treasure hunt to identify local plants and traditional

fishing techniques.

The camp agenda includes many maritime adventures, teaching children pearl and
oyster harvesting methods and the role of sea shanties in motivating sailors. In
the “trade challenge’, young participants will learn bartering skills, seller and
merchant negotiation techniques, and how to load goods onto boats.

In what languages are the camp activities conducted?

The activities and events are conducted in both Arabic and English.

What does a child receive on the last day of the camp?

On the last day, each child will receive a participation certificate from Al
Shindagha Museum, along with a scrapbook documenting their adventures and
experiences throughout the camp. They will also enjoy a boat trip on Dubai Creek

to learn about its historical significance and role in Dubai’'s economic development.



How can one register for the camp?

They must complete the form and pay the camp fees upon booking.

Who provides the materials used by children during the camp?

The camp administration provides all materials used during camp activities.
Parents should inform the administration if their child has any allergies to

ensure safety.

What should children bring to the camp?

Children should bring two meals, refreshments, reusable water bottles,
sunscreen, and extra clothing. All belongings should be clearly labelled with the

child's first and last name.

Are meals provided during the camp?

No meals are provided. Children must bring their own meals and water bottles.

How many children are in each group?

Each group is limited to a maximum of 25 children to ensure health and safety

standards are met and to allow children to fully enjoy the activities and workshops.

What type of clothing should children wear?

Children should wear comfortable clothing and sports shoes to participate in

various games and activities.

Can parents visit their children during the camp?

Parents are not able to be on the site throughout the camp day. However, they can
purchase tickets to enter the museum and spend time in its various sections and
pavilions. Whilst we appreciate campers’ parents wanting to stop by, only children

will be allowed inside the activity venues.

We strongly encourage you to ask about their day after pick-up so they can share
their experiences with you at that time! Al Shindagha Museum representatives are

available to answer questions during drop-off and pick-up.



Are medical services available at the camp?

In accordance with health and safety standards, the camp provides a specialized
medical team ready to intervene in emergencies. Our team will immediately

contact parents in such cases.

Who supervises the children during the camp?

Our team comprises experts, guides, teachers, and artists, as well as specialists
In youth and children’s skill development, ensuring that children gain valuable

experiences during their recreational and creative activities.

When should the camp fees be paid?

The camp fee is AED 500, excluding VAT, and must be paid in full upon registering
the child. Daily payment options are not available as activities are integrated over a
week. The registration deadline is on 15 July for week 1, while 22 July for week 2.
